Step 5: Removing Devices

1. After waking the remote, press  
 and release the EXCLUDE button  
 (Remote status light will turn RED)

2. Press the activation button on the 
 device
 (Device status light will begin alternating  
 between RED and BLUE)

3. The remote status light will flash  
 when complete 
 (BLUE for success, RED for failure. In case of  
 failure, consult InTouch User’s Guide*) 

Step 9: Resetting Master Controllers

1. Press the ENTER key to activate the main menu
2. Use the DOWN arrow key to select “Setup”
 and then press the ENTER key
3. Select “Setup Network ” and press ENTER
4. Select “Reset Controller” and press ENTER
5. Select “Yes” to confirm and press ENTER
6. After several seconds the control will display
 that it has been reset to the factory defaults

Step 10: Adding Master Controllers

1. Press the ENTER key to activate the main menu on the master control
2. Use the DOWN arrow key to select “Setup” and then press the ENTER key
3. Select “Setup Network ” and press ENTER
4. After waking the remote, press and release the INCLUDE button
 (Remote status light will turn BLUE)

5. Select “Replicate Receive” and press ENTER
6. The remote status light will flash when complete 
 (BLUE for success, RED for failure. In case of failure, consult InTouch User’s Guide*)

Step 2: Reset Base

1. Verify the remote is in the base.
2. Press and hold RAISE and  
 LOWER buttons on the remote at 
 the same time.
3. When the status light in the base  
 turns PINK, release the buttons.
4. The status light will return to  
 normal after several seconds.

Step 1: Charge Battery

1. Open battery compartment on  
 remote and plug battery into  
 socket
2. Plug wall pack transformer into  
 outlet and base charger
3. Insert remote into base and let  
 charge overnight
 (Base status indicator will pulse BLUE
 while charging)

Step 3: Reset Remote

1. Press and hold the “5”, ENTER  
 and HOME buttons on the remote  
 at the same time
2. When the status light on the 
 remote turns PINK, release the 
 buttons
3. The status light will go out after 
 several seconds

Step 4: Link Remote & Base

1. Verify the remote is in the base
2. Press and release the “INCLUDE”  
 button on the side of the remote  
 (Remote status light will turn BLUE)

3. When the remote status light turns  
 off, the remote can be removed   
 from the base
 (When adding or removing devices, the remote 
 must be removed from the base)

Step 8: Adding Wall Controllers

1. After waking the remote, press  
 and release the INCLUDE button
 (Remote status light will turn BLUE)

2. Press and hold the HOME button  
 on the controller for about 4  
 seconds   
 (Wall controller status indicator will pulse BLUE)

3. The remote status light will flash  
 when complete 
 (BLUE for success, RED for failure. In case of  
 failure consult InTouch User’s Guide*)

Step 6: Adding Devices

1. Work out from server base adding   
 devices.(Add all devices before adding controllers).

2. After waking the remote, press and
 release the INCLUDE button.
 (Remote status will turn BLUE)

3. Press the activation button on the  
 device.(Device status light will stop alternating  
 between RED and BLUE)

4. The remote status light will flash   
 when complete. 
 (BLUE for success, RED for failure. In case of   
 failure, consult InTouch User’s Guide*)

Step 7: Resetting Wall  
  Controllers

1. Press and hold the “6” ENTER  
 and HOME buttons at the same  
 time
2. When the status light turns PINK,  
 release the buttons
3. The light will go out after several  
 seconds
