Power Connedion ! 
Make sure your 360 Electrical Surge Protector will be plugged directly into agrounded outlet. All connected equipment 
should be plugged directly into your 360 Electrical Surge Protector. Using any extension cord in conjunction with your 
360 Electrical Surge Protector will void all 360 Electrical warranties. 

Securely Mounting the Surge Protedor 
To mount the surge protector securely in a properly grounded outlet
 
1) Remove the screw from the wallplate covering the electrical outlet. Do not remove the wallplate.
 
2) Align the plug of the 360 Electrical Surge Protector with top receptacle in the electrical outiet.
 

(Note: if your electrical outlet has the ground holes facing up, you may need to install the surge protector plug in the 
lower receptacle to ensure proper mounting screw alignment.) 

3) Align the mounting screw with the hole for the wall plate screw and tighten the mounting screw firmly to attach the 
Surge Protector in the outlet. 

Plug and Turn 
360's patented sockets can rotate in either direction to adjust for a variety of plug sizes. Just insert a large plug and turn the 
socket to your desired position. Make sure you fully insert the plug before you attempt to rotate. 

Indicator Lights 
The red "Protected" indicator light displays that the X3 Advanced Surge Protection is active and working. If the red 
"Protected" light is no longer lit, the Surge Protector has served its purpose and has sacrificed itself to protect the connected 
equipment. The Surge Protector should be replaced after the red "Protected" light burns out in order to continue to protect ' 
your connected equipment. 1fthe Surge Protector is used after the red "Protected" light burns out, the Connected Equipment 
Warranty is null and void. 

The green "Grounded" indicator light displays that the Surge Protector is properly grounded into the electrical outlet. If 
the green "Grounded" light does not come on when the Surge Protector is plugged in, then the outlet may not be properly 
grounded and you should verify the electrical system is grounded.lfthe Surge Protector is used when the green "Grounded" 
indicator light is not on, then all warranties are null and void.
