Please remember that although this kit allows you to feed your pet remotely, it is
recommended that you ask a friend or family member to check on your pet
periodically.

Installation: Set Up the Pet Feeder

Pet feeder body and food storage container will be preassembled. Place the feeder indoors near a power outlet.

The arrow on the back of the storage container aligns with the arrow on the pet feeder. Attach the bowl to the feeder body by lining up the keyed slots and slide them
together.

Refer to the Feed Chart in your Pet Feeder’s operating instructions to determine the amount of food you want to feed your pet each feeding time and the number of
minutes that the Pet Feeder needs to be turned on to get the appropriate amount of food.

Plug the feeder’'s power cable into ApplianceLinc’s controlled outlet and then plug the ApplianceLinc into the power outlet. (For the purpose of remote feeding that this
kit provides, the digital timer that comes with the Pet Feeder is not needed.)

Installation: Set Up Computer Control

Plug a USB cable into an available USB port on your computer or USB hub.

Plug the PowerLinc Controller into an unswitched wall receptacle in an easy to reach location.

NOTE: The signals that the PowerLinc transmits may be blocked if plugged into a surge-protected power strip or UPS. For this reason it is recommended that you
connect the PowerLinc directly into a wall outlet.

Plug the other end of your USB cable into the USB port at the bottom of the PowerLinc Controller.

Insert CD-ROM into CD-ROM Drive. A wizard will automatically guide you through the installation process.

After completing installation, open the Smarthome Timer Software by double-clicking on the Smarthome Timer Software shortcut on your desktop.

From the Main Menu of the Timer software, go to Setup and choose Set Location for Sunrise/Sunset.

Select the State/City closest to your location.

NOTE: Arizona is not supported; please select a nearby state.

Select Finish to save your selection and return to the Main Menu.

From the Main Menu, go to Setup and choose Devices.

Choose Add a Device and follow the step-by-step instructions to add a device (in this case, the ApplianceLinc that will be controlling your Pet Feeder).

Once you have successfully enrolled a device(s), return to Setup and choose Timers.

Choose Add a Timer and follow the instructions to create a timer using the enrolled devices.

Follow the software instruction for setting up the connection between your computer and the ApplianceLinc that is connected to the feeder.

After the ApplianceLinc is set up in the Timer software, you will be able to power the feeder either locally from the PC, remotely (via your existing remote access
application), or based on scheduled times.

Notes:

. Each time the Smarthome Timer Software is opened, the application time will sync with your computer’s time. If you change the time of your computer while
software is running, close and open the application again.
. Your computer does not need to be on in order for the timers to work, but you will need to turn on your computer and open the software if you wish to control

devices from your computer or add, delete or edit a timer or device
